Instructors Guide

Introduction and Suggestions for Use:

This on-line simulation is designed to allow your students to experience the effects of the growth of nationalism and the impact of imperialism around the world.  In this period, students have three very different choices, from China, Japan, and Russia.   Each choice that is made is followed by a result, thus showing students the “cause-and-effects” of history.  The simulation can be assigned to students individually or it can be done in the classroom as a group.  In addition, there are multiple-choice quizzes and questions for reflection that may be assigned for grades.  The simulation can also be used as a discussion starter for a lecture on Chinese culture, British imperialism, the Opium Wars, Russian culture, Russian political troubles of the late 19th century, the rise of communism, Bolshevism, the Russian Revolution, Japanese culture, Japanese militarism, the Sino-Japanese War, or the Russo-Japanese War. 

In this simulation, students will have 3 initial choices.  They must choose to play the role of 


1)
a Chinese/British official


2)
a Russian


3)
a Japanese 

For each part of the simulation, websites with additional information are provided.  These sites can expand and enliven the student’s knowledge of the times.  In addition, pictures illustrate the times and the spirit of people around the world and throughout history.

You might want to assign students to go through particular parts of the simulation, or have them go through it more than one time, making different choices each time.  Each path through the simulation will provide the student with information about a different region and culture of the world.

· Join the military, see the stripping of power from the samurai, view the defeat of the samurai in battle by the new Japanese army, choose between
