Instructors Guide

Introduction and Suggestions for Use:

This on-line simulation is designed to allow your students to experience the tumult of the Second World War and the changes that occur afterwards.  In this period, students have three very different choices, from Germany to India.   Each choice that is made is followed by a result, thus showing students the “cause-and-effects” of history.  The simulation can be assigned to students individually or it can be done in the classroom as a group.  In addition, there are multiple-choice quizzes and questions for reflection that may be assigned for grades.  The simulation can also be used as a discussion starter for a lecture on the Second World War, Nazism, nationalism, colonialism, imperialism, post-imperialism, and the background of the Vietnam War.  

In this simulation, students will have 3 initial choices.  They must choose to play the role of 


1)
a German woman


2)
a Pakistani/Indian 


3)
a Vietnamese

For each part of the simulation, websites with additional information are provided.  These sites can expand and enliven the student’s knowledge of the times.  In addition, pictures illustrate the times and the spirit of people around the world and throughout history.

You might want to assign students to go through particular parts of the simulation, or have them go through it more than one time, making different choices each time.  Each path through the simulation will provide the student with information about a different region and culture of the world.

Brief Overview of Text and Choices (flowcharts should be included here):

For the German woman:

· Learn about post-World War I Germany, learn about Adolf Hitler, live in Hamburg, choose between

· Supporting the Nazis

· Opposing the Nazis

· Support the Nazis, learn about the Nazis, join the Nazi party, watch as Hitler consolidates power, attend a party rally, see the start of World War I, choose between

· Supporting the war

· Opposing the war

· Support the war, turn in unpatriotic neighbors, marry a U-boat sailor, feel the effects of the war on your personal life, killed in the firebombing of Hamburg in 1943

· Oppose the war, continue working for the party, marry a soldier, face bombing of Hamburg, choose between

· Continuing to live in Hamburg

· Evacuating the city

· Continue to live in Hamburg, endure air raids, feel the effects of the war, learn of husband's death in Russia, survive the war, witness end of war

· Evacuate the city, move to a smaller town, receive letter from husband on the eastern front, forced to move several more times because of air raids, witness end of war, meet American troops, try to find husband, learn of husband's death only forty miles away

· Oppose the Nazis, face discrimination and threats in Germany, fear for safety, choose between

· Leaving Germany

· Staying in Germany

· Leave Germany with family, move to Paris, live in Paris, watch parents flee to America, flee Paris after German invasion, move to London, support husband who works for French resistance, learn of husband's death in France, move to America

· Stay in Germany, attend university, learn of student group that opposes war, join White Rose society, help to spread anti-war literature, arrested by Gestapo and tortured, executed

For Pakistani/Indian

· Learn about colonial history of Indian subcontinent, learn about divisions in Indian society especially religious ones, learn of troubles in Kashmir province, learn about Indian National Congress, choose between

· Being a Muslim

· Being a Hindu

· Be a Muslim in Kashmir, learn about Mohammad Jinnah and the Muslim League, join the Muslim League, learn about the process for Indian/Pakistani independence from Britain and the splitting of the subcontinent, choose between

· Moving to Pakistan

· Staying in Kashmir

· Move to new nation of Pakistan, join the army, fight in Kashmir for freedom from India, learn of Jinnah's death, witness political problems and divisions in Pakistan, help establish a military dictatorship in Pakistan

· Stay in Kashmir, despise the Maharaja, learn of rebellion against Maharaja, choose between

· Joining the uprising

· Avoiding the uprising

· Join the uprising, angered by joining of Kashmir to India and arrival of Indian troops, fire into crowd of celebratory Hindus, killed fighting Indian army

· Avoid the uprising, oppose the violence, killed by angry Muslim

· Be a Hindu in Kashmir, learn about life in Kashmir, work for Maharaja's government, watch the violence following independence, see violence erupt in Kashmir, choose between

· Staying in Kashmir

· Leaving Kashmir

· Stay in Kashmir, witness Kashmir's merger with India, see Kashmir divided by rebellion, endure ongoing violence, grow to hate Pakistan and Muslims, flee to live in Bombay

· Leave Kashmir, move to New Delhi, land a good paying job, learn of fighting in Kashmir, grow to hate and fear Pakistan and Muslims, support Nehru's foreign policy and strengthening of Indian military, learn of son's role in developing Indian nuclear weapons

For Vietnamese:

· Learn about the history of Indochina, learn about geography, learn about French colonial policies, receive a college education, choose between

· Resisting the French and Japanese

· Collaborating with the French and Japanese

· Resist the French and Japanese, learn about Ho Chi Minh and his Vietminh organization, work to support Ho's forces as a spy, celebrate Japanese surrender, watch Ho declare independence, choose between

· Continuing to help Ho

· Helping the French

· Continue to help Ho and forces of independence, become a guerilla fighter in the jungles, defeat the French at Dien Bien Phu, learn of the Geneva Accords, choose between

· Moving south to work for independence

· Staying in the north

· Move south to work for independence, convince southerners to support and uprising against Diem, ratted out by traitor and killed

· Stay in the north, work to build the northern economy and help fight the war

· Help the French re-establish control in the south, watch the creation of a southern Vietnamese state with U.S. help, see the appointment of Diem as president, choose between
