How is the Curriculum Connector Organized?
We have organized the site the way we feel social work educators organize their teaching materials: by curriculum area, by system size addressed in the material, and by fields of practice to which the material is relevant. 

Three major ways in which social work educators organize teaching materials are:
1.By curriculum area
2.By system size addressed in the material

3.By fields of practice to which the material is relevant.

The Brooks Cole Curriculum Connector will enable you to access resources from each of these three frames of reference. 

The first curriculum subdivision addressed is “Introduction to Social Work and Social Welfare.” This area is handled independently, since introductory courses are eclectic in nature. They tend to introduce students to each of the other curriculum areas, and therefore cover a wide range of topics. Brooks/Cole has developed an extensive array of resources to assist faculty teaching this course, thus justifying treating this course as a “stand alone” category.

The Foundation Curriculum Areas are treated separately, since they often define the subject matter taught in individual courses.
Human Behavior and the Social Environment, Social Welfare Policy and Services, Social Work Practice, Research, Field Education

There are three other foundation curriculum areas addressed in this section of the Curriculum Connector: Values and Ethics, Diversity, Populations-at-Risk and Social and Economic Justice.

Because these materials are often “infused” within courses, the Curriculum Connector will provide secondary links to these resources on each Curriculum Area Web page.

A second way that materials are organized is according to the system size that they address. The breakdowns here are:

1.Micro / Mezzo – Individuals, Families, and Groups

2.Macro – Organizations, Communities, Social Institutions, National Systems, and International Systems

The third way in which the Curriculum Connector organizes educational resources is by Fields of Practice. Materials relevant to the teaching of concentration-level courses will be presented through fields of practice. This is the most complex of the three categorizations. Fields of practice are divided into three categories:
1. Client Specific: Services to Children, Services to Youth, Services to Families, and Aging Services
2. Social Problem/Social Issue Specific: Substance Abuse, Mental Health, Health, Family Violence, etc.
3. Method Specific
